Parking

There is limited street parking available around the site. Please be very conscientious of the neighbors when parking in the neighborhood. If you are volunteering in a group, please arrange to rideshare or plan on using public transit. The site is close to Trimet route #20 bus stops and just one-half mile away from the Ruby Junction stop on the TriMet MAX Blue Line. 
What to expect on site

· We do not discriminate on basis of race, creed, ethnic origin or sexual orientation.

· The day begins at 8:30 a.m. and ends at 3:30 p.m.

· We do not have set break times, but please take breaks whenever needed.

· Be conscious of the safety of others and yourself.
· Do not continue working on a task that you are unable to do or feel uncertain about.
· If you have any questions, please ask.
· Hard hats must be worn when any overhead tasks are performed.
· Volunteers must wear protective glasses anytime he or she is operating power tools. 

· We work year-round including outside in the rain.  We only cancel work when there is dangerous weather.

What to wear

· Closed-toe shoes or boots.  Tennis shoes are most common on the work site.  You will not be allowed to volunteer on site if you wear sandals or flip flops.
· Comfortable clothes that you don’t mind getting dirty or stained.  Light clothing is recommended for the hot weather, and layering clothing is recommended for cold weather.  Please wear rain gear when appropriate.
What to bring





· Water bottle

· Sunscreen

· Lunch and snacks (unless provided by your volunteer group)

· Personal tools, if you have them!   For example: hammer, tape measure, carpenter’s pencil, work gloves, safety glasses.  We do not allow personal power tools on the site.
Rules and recommendations

· Leave valuables at home, including jewelry.

· Personal power tools are not allowed on our worksites.  

· There is no smoking, drugs or alcohol allowed on our worksites.

· All volunteers must be 16 years of age or older.  Volunteers under 18 must be accompanied by an adult who is at least 21 years old.  All youth must have a waiver form completed and signed by a parent or guardian prior to volunteering on site.
