Exactly how will the funds being requested from CRPCA be spent? The funds will be used for
travel expenses. These expenses include airfare, food and lodging.

What are the intended outcomes of the project? The intended outcome of the project is to produce a
book that visually documents the many varied aspects of the day to day life of Peace Corps volunteers.
The project will visually illustrate the diversity of the volunteers and the host country nationals. The
project will create a body of professional photographs that will inspire potential future volunteers.

What is the timeframe in which the project will be administered? The project is currently
underway. Travel began August 2009 in Central and South America. It is resuming to Africa in
February 2010. Six countries will be featured in Africa - Mali, Ghana, Cape Verde, Zambia, Botswana
and Lesotho. Two countries in each of the regions of Eastern Europe, Asia and the Pacific will also be
featured. The goal is to finish travel by August of 2010 and publish the book by January 2011.

General Purpose of the Organization:

The Village Bicycle Project currently operates in Ghana and Sierra Leone, providing donated
used bikes, bicycle repair training workshops and new tools to help bicycles become a
sustainable transportation choice in Africa. Bicycles are reliable and affordable
transportation for Africa, where over 99% of the population cannot afford cars. When the
only other choice is walking, bicycles ease poverty by improving access to farms, markets,
jobs, schools, and health care.

Since 1999, Village Bicycle Project has delivered 45,000 bicycles, trained 7,700 people in

bicycle maintenance workshops, and distributed 16,000 tools in 13 African countries.
We will choose two communities in which to work and hold a total of six two0day workshops
with 10 participants each. Workshops will be organized in conjunction with Peace Corps
Volunteers, who currently host most VBP workshops. We aim to incorporate Ghanaian
women'’s organizations in the planning and execution of workshops. Workshops will be held in
Northern Ghana where the need for affordable and sustainable transport is greatest and the
project will be supervised by Liz Bageant and the VBP Board of Directors.

We also plan to use these workshops as a venue for recruitment of Ghanaian women to lead our
women’s workshops. Previous female instructors were recruited from VBP workshops after
showing exceptional interest and/or skills in bicycle repair and bicycling. Because the programs
offered in 2010 will be more intensive, we expect to get to know participants better and recruit
those who are interested in a career as a VBP women’s instructor.

Z. What are the intended outcomes of the project?

o Gain experience with and information about the effectiveness of new women’s workshop

techniques.
o Develop a new women’s workshop curriculum that is more suited to the specific needs of

women.
o Provide 60 women with bicycles of their own, along with the riding and mechanical skills to

make the most of them.
o Recruit and train one or more women’s workshop instructors.

David Peckham, the founder and director of the Village Bicycle Project, is an RPCV from Idaho.
CRPCA members were involved in the loading of a VBP container in Portland in 2006, and our
first Women’s Programs Coordinator, Jaye Marolla, had friends and housemates from CRPCA.
It is quite likely that CRPCA members have hosted VBP programs as PCVs in Ghana. PCVs are
a critical component of VBP workshops.

Other info: The Elizabeth Bowers Zambia Education Fund contracts with World Vision Zambia to
manage and distribute funds locally in the Northwest province. World Vision is committed to the well-
being of children worldwide. A Peace Corps Partnership Program has helped EBZEF build the
Library/Learning Center in Lumwana West for Beth’s Girls and the community. Books For Africa has
helped EBZEF send 22,000 Ibs. of books for the new Memorial Library. The goal of BFA is to end the
book famine in Africa.

The funds will provide engineering specifications, purchase and installation of solar panels and equipment, and
training of local community members to operate and maintain a solar electric system for the existing Memorial
Library/Learning Center in the Village of Lumwana West in the NW Province of Zambia. The projectisa
partnership between EBZEF and the Mid-Columbia Chapter of Engineers Without Borders, WA.

When this project is complete, the Library/Learning Center will be the only lighted building in Lumwana West that
is open to the community and can accommodate a community gathering. The lighted facility will:

Elizabeth Rachel Bowers is a FPCV. She died in a bicycle accident during her Peace Corps service in Lumwana
West in 2002. With Beth’s death, her family has become an integral part of the Peace Corps family. EBZEF was
established with the help of Beth's Peace Corps supervisor and the Peace Corps was the mechanism for getting
monies to the schools to fund the scholarships for the first Beth’s Girls. A Peace Corps representative served on the
Board of EBZEF in its formative years (he is still a Board member but is now with World Vision International ).
EBZEF provided the funding for Peace Corps Partmerships to manage and oversee construction of the
Library/Learning Center. Since EBZEF started in 2002, the Lumwana West PCVs have been our ‘eyes and ears’ to
ensure that the program has developed smoothly, with proper regard and sensitivity for cultural issues and nuances.

General Purpose of the Organization:

Visual Perspective is a business that provides full service integrated communication strategies from conception to
design of all printed material and other forms of communication: TV advertisements, billboards and more. The owner,
Aleksandar Georgievski, would like to give back to his community and provide industry standard training that is
lacking m the universities to local graphic design students to help make them more employable.

Introduction and Project Background:

The primary goal of this project i1s to provide professional and practical training in the principles of wvisual design and
employment in the field. Visual design students at Ohrid’s Evropean University and other interested vouths, thirteen youth
total, will be introduced to the real world of visual design, and will learn how to apply what they learn to the challenges of
attracting and working with clients. The classes will be conducted 1 English, which 1s the primary language of the industry
and the standard software used 1n visual design.

The project aims to address inadequate preparation and talent availability in the realm of wisual design for the Ohrid area.
Ohrid is a developing tourism region and a market for qualified design professionals exists, but the pool of local talent is
limited. Additionally, educational opportunities for young people interested in entering the field are extant but limited as
well, especially in the scope of their tramning and the preparation universihes provide students for starting careers. This
restricts designers’ abilities to find emplovment related to their field. Unemployment, expected to reach 35% this year, 15 a
perenmial problem in Macedonia, not least in the developing services sector of the economy.

Detailed Project Objectives:

1. Technical Skills: Teach participants how to efficiently create marketable visual designs using industry-standard
software.
Objective 1.1: By the end of the workshop each participant will have created a printed design using
idustry-standard software.
Objective 1.2: By the end of the workshop each participant will know how to efficiently create additional
marketable designs on their own utilizing their new technical knowledge of industry-standard software.

How to Work with Clients and/or Account Managers: Educate workshop participants on how to combine what
they learn in the university and in this course with real life standards to produce an entire marketing campaign.
